United Way Scholarship Application

Funding

The funding for this scholarship is provided by the United Way of Lake County and is intended for Lake
County residents for programs or program modules not eligible for financial aid (<600 clock hours).

Eligibility
» Student must be enrolled in an Auburn Career Center Adult Workforce Education Program that is not

eligible for financial aid.
» Students receiving other scholarships will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis for eligibility.

Guidelines

If awarded, the scholarship is applied directly to the student’s account at Auburn Career Center.
Awards may be given in up to two disbursements.

If the student withdraws from the program, he/she may not receive the entire scholarship amount.
Student must have special circumstances and describe his/her situation in the area provided in the
application.

Scholarship awards cannot be used to pay off previous account balances at Auburn Career Center.
A student who is an employee of a business that covers the cost of the program before, during, or
after the program is not eligible.

Students must maintain Satisfactory Academic Progress and meet attendance requirements as
stated in current Auburn Career Center’s Adult Workforce Education Student Handbook or Practical
Nursing Handbook, as appropriate, in order to receive their full scholarship award.

» Awards are based on Adult Workforce Education staff recommendations and at the discretion of the
Auburn Education Foundation Board of Directors. Decisions cannot be appealed or petitioned.
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Scholarship Amount

The scholarship amount will be determined based on the need of the student and the amount of the United
Way grant available but not to exceed:

e 50% of the program tuition if the total program cost is $2,000 or greater
e 50% of the total program cost if the total program cost is less than or equal to $1,999.

Students who are family members of employees and receiving 100% free tuition for a program can receive
up to 50% off the non-tuition expenses. If the student is a family member and receiving 50% off the tuition,
the student may receive up to 25% off the non-tuition expenses.
